This book
assesses how the British squared their ethical focus on liberalism wit their status as an occupying power
responsible for an ongoing humanitarian crisis, and examines the economic, military and political pressures
of the period in depth through key turning points - the bombing of Hamburg in 1943 and its aftermath, the
case of Schleswig-Holstein unable to absorb overwhel ming numbers of expellees, the mismanagement of the
refugee camp system and the fallout between occupiers and occupied after the Nuremburg trials of 1945/6.'
