Charlotte's white leadership, anxious to avoid economically damaging racial conflict, engaged in early but
decidedly token integration in the late 1950s and early 1960s in response to the black community's public
protest and litigation efforts. The insistence in the late 1960s on widespread busing, however, posed
integration demands of an entirely different magnitude. As Douglas shows, the city's white leadersinitially
resisted the call for busing but eventually relented because they recognized the importance of a stable school
system to the city's continued prosperity.
